Dear Editor of the Reformer:

In this time of soaring energy costs and tight budgets, the Town of Brattleboro and Town School District have an excellent opportunity this year to cut energy bills while saving taxpayer dollars and helping the environment. 

Honeywell, Inc. estimates that the Town could save at least $65,000 annually in reduced utility bills (based on preliminary figures) by implementing cost effective energy-saving measures. Honeywell is currently conducting a Comprehensive Engineering Study of energy use in Brattleboro’s municipal buildings and elementary schools. The project calls for a performance contract, which would determine guaranteed energy savings and devote that money to paying for necessary improvements. This is a no-risk way for the Town and School District to make these improvements without incurring capital costs. 

We urge the Town Meeting representatives to approve Article 12 this Saturday.
