Re: Article 12 - "To see if the Town and Town School District will enter into a performance contract with Honeywell, Inc., to identify and implement cost-effective energy-saving measures in Town and Town School District buildings and operations, maintain said measures, and monitor and verify the results of the project."

Background:

· In 2004, Brattleboro town meeting representatives passed a resolution asking for an analysis of energy use in municipal buildings and ways to improve efficiency. 

· In 2005, the town and its schools, working with Brattleboro Climate Protection, began looking for a company to help with the analysis. 

· A committee of town staff and citizens selected Honeywell, Inc., to perform a Comprehensive Engineering Study to determine needed improvements, their cost and resulting energy and economic savings. 

· The project calls for a performance contract, which would determine guaranteed energy savings and devote that money to paying for necessary improvements.

· Honeywell representatives will present a progress report on their work at the informational meeting on Wednesday, March 22, and be available to answer questions at town meeting on Saturday, March 25.
