	What are energy codes?
	States can adopt building energy codes to ensure that new construction or renovation projects are built to include energy efficiency. 
State and local government—municipalities or counties—typically mandate building codes to set minimum standards for safety, fire protection, and many related issues. Building codes can also be written to include energy-efficient building practices or recommended standards developed by professional bodies like the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air-Conditioning Engineers, Inc. (ASHRAE) or the Illuminating Engineering Society of North America. The International Energy Conservation Code (IECC) 2003 is considered the model for energy efficiency.
